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What is a good learning experience?
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Learning is a personal experience and individual learners have different ideas about what they want out of their time at college.
Here at Adam Smith College, learners are       actively encouraged to take responsibility for their own learning.  
As a learner:

 
you are involved in choosing your course and encouraged to think about where it will take you in the future

 
you are asked to give feedback on the content of your course

 
you have the right to take part in decision-making in the college.

 
Thinking about it

As a class rep, it’s your job to think about what a good learning experience means to you, and to encourage everybody else in your class to think about it.  You have probably already thought about the learning resources that you have been given, and whether your course is giving what you need to move onto the next stage.  
But a good learning experience isn’t just about those things.  It is also about:
 
the support and advice that you get

 
the other opportunities you have while in college (for example, extracurricular activities).

How did you find out about the course?

 
Is the course how you thought it would be when you enrolled?

 
Are you on the right course, or would another programme be more appropriate for you?

 
Are there opportunities to develop your skills so that you can become a better learner?

 
Do you know how well you are doing on your course and what you need to do to          improve?

 
Do your tutors use varied and interesting ways to teach the course?

 
Can you get information from the library when you need it?

 
Can you access the college network over the internet so that you can use learning       materials and resources away from the college?

 
Is there an opportunity to take part in student activities?

 
Is the college giving you the guidance and support you need to be successful on your course?

 
Is the college giving you the advice you need to plan what to do after your course?
